When | graduated from college, now many years ago, my God-mother sent me a tiny, but vibrant,
water-color picture of three flowers in a vase. Underneath the image were the words, “Bloom where
you are planted.” That small picture has hung on the walls of each of my homes, in each of four
different states. My eyes have alighted on its bright hues and my mind has been filled with its encour-
aging words throughout eleven different professional study programs, internships and/or job transi-
tions and, of course, an infinite number of personal transitions — some sorrowful, others joyous.

Each spring, since | have become a perennial gardener, | have observed this message come to life as
tender plants push up through the warming earth. | have planted some of these flowers myself while
others, equally vibrant and rich with color, have bloomed where they were planted. This year, in
particular, I have been surprised and delighted to see lupines - which I love, but have trouble growing
— popping up between the bricks of our patio; not fruits, but flowers of the Spirit!

Spoken silently in creation and given voice on an artist’s canvas, this message
of “Bloom where you are planted” is central to the Gospel message lifted up
to us in “ordinary time.” During this Season after Pentecost, we celebrate
God’s love for us, through the ministry of Jesus’ absence, by the power of the
Holy Spirit. We celebrate the understanding that Jesus is the flower, died
back for a season, and we are the seeds of new life in the Spirit. Whether
we’ve been planted purposely or sprung up where the wind has carried us, we
are called and encouraged to bloom where we are planted. We may be thank-
ful that we are fed by the rich humus that is ours through the body of Christ,
watered by the Holy Spirit, and warmed by the sun of God’s steadfast and
abiding love.

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Rummage Sale Breaks Records

Thanks to the hard work of many in our church family, the 5 Annual FPC
Rummage Sale was a rousing success once again, with sales topping the
four previous years. Our total receipts, once the dust settled this year, came
in at $3333. This surpasses 2006 ($2530), 2007 ($2816), 2008 ($2696) and
2009 ($1855). Through the efforts of our hardworking volunteers, First
Presbyterian has kept tons of no longer needed items out of the landfills,
brought smiles to the faces of community shoppers, provided increased
donations to SOS, and added a grand total of more than $13,230 to the
church bank account, for Christian Education programs for all ages.

Those of us present at the sale on Friday and Saturday met shoppers who
repeatedly expressed how much they look forward to our sales each year
and what a service we bring to the community by sharing our gently used
clothing and assorted treasures at rock bottom prices. It warmed our hearts
to see folks so delighted by their armload of “finds”. This included the
workers (with early shopping privileges) as well as the line of at least 40
folks we had waiting at the door at 6 a.m. on Friday morning. It’s also
great fun to watch the Marshfield bargain hunters help us clean out the
fellowship hall by carrying out bag load after bag load on Saturday morning
and paying us $1 per bag for their clean-up service.

Whenever one attempts to thank all who were involved in such a gargan-
tuan project, names may be inadvertently omitted. We apologize in ad-
vance for any names that may have been missed in this year’s long list of
devoted rummage sale volunteers. We so appreciate all who donated items,
sorted, organized, priced and served as sales associates and cashiers during
the week-long event, not to mention those who were able to stay and
support the clean up effort after closing on Saturday by making the final
run to Goodwill. Topping the list of those we appreciate is our dedicated
staff — Harriet Brandt, for all of her phone and office support, tallying the
proceeds to keep us pumped during the sale and the delicious lunch she
provided for sale workers; Denny Nagel, for all of his help with setting up
of tables, tarps, and clothing racks, as well as moving items from place A to
place B as we organized and reorganized things; and Ellen Leick, for
providing the cash box with sufficient change, and doing all the final
counting of the monies. We are blessed by their support each and every
year.

Through historical data and the results of the surveys, the report shows
who we were and who we are now. The report provides substantial
information to help guide our choices that will determine who we as a
church will become.

It is the Mission Study Committee’s hope that this document will be a
community building tool for our congregation. Its information
provides windows of understanding into the memories, opinions,
beliefs, and dreams of fellow members of First Presbyterian Church.
